DATES: Maximum one wedding per week, June through September

(excluding long weekends).

HOURS: 5:00PM-11:00PM,

Please, no guest arrivals before 4:30PM. Recommended ceremony start
5:00PM. Last call is at 10:30PM. Music off at 10:30PM. All guests must
depart by 11:00PM.

GUEST CAPACITY: up to 100 guests

FINE PRINT

A complete list of details will be provided in your contract.

DEPOSIT & PAYMENT:
A 50% deposit is required to confirm booking, with the

balance due 120 days prior to the event.

EVENT RUN TIMES

Ceremony may begin at 4:30pm and the reception at
5:00pm. Event must end a 10:30 with full departure at
11:00pm.

WEATHER

The venueis predominately outdoors, with the exception
of a covered patio. It is the renter's responsibility to plan
ahead for inclement weather. Events will be held rain or

shine. Tents are not provided by the facility.

DECOR:

All decorations must be approved by Little Engine 14
days prior to event. All decorations must be removed
at the end of the event. Decorations must not leave
any marks on the facility. No confetti, rice, or non-
biodegradable petals may be thrown. Real flower petals

are permitted.

CANDLES:
Flameless, battery operated candles are permitted. No
open flame candles, lanterns, candelabras, or sparklers

are permitted under any circumstances.

FOOD & BEVERAGE:
All wine must be purchased from Little Engine.
Local beer and RTD cocktails are available at a set
price.
Non-alcoholic options are up to the provider.
Other alcohol options are available by request.
Catering and service staff must be selected from

our preferred vendors.

TRANSPORTATION:

We require that a shuttle service be hired.

COORDINATION:
We require that you work with a professional, licensed

event planner.

SMOKING:

Our venue is strictly non-smoking.

PETS:

Only service dogs are permitted on the property.

DAMAGES:

In the event that damage has been done to the facility
during the renter's time, the booking party will be
responsible for all associated costs. Upon booking
the renter will provide credit card details to be held
should any damage occur. An inspection will be done
by Little Engine after the event. If damage has occurred,
an estimate of costs for the repair will be determined,
the renter will be contacted, and the credit card will be

charged in the amount of the final cost.

LIABILITY:

Little Engine, its owners and employees will not be held
responsible for any medical or personal injury, or any
other loss or damage and the renter waives any claim
against Little Engine. The renter acknowledges that it
is their responsibility to take the necessary steps for
insuring against personal injury, loss and any other
damage that could occur during the event. A one-day
Special Event Insurance Policy is highly recommended.
The cost for this ranges from $150-$300 and can be

purchased at your local insurer.

CANCELLATION POLICY:
Cancellations more than 120 days prior forfeit the
deposit.
Cancellations less than 120 days prior forfeit the

full venue fee.
